2017 was a special year for the Museum, the members and volunteers. We celebrated 25 years of 
serving the communities and residents of Stony Plain and Parkland County. As with all years we had 
a number of large projects going on, a great deal of maintenance, our regular events and, of course, 
our anniversary to celebrate. In spite of some weather challenges, we once again had a phenomenal 
increase in our visitor numbers. This year we were up just over 20%, bringing our total up to 18,000 
guests. The best part of going over these numbers is the comments in our various guest books. They 
were all so positive and encouraging, and of special note were those from people who had been 
here before and praised the changes and additions. What a great acknowledgment and compliment 
to our board, volunteers and staff. 

All the staff returned this year and they did a fantastic job. Thanks to Miriam Gordon, Barb Kasper, 
Karen Berglund, and Bernie Doherty; the events all went smoothly and the buildings, bathrooms 
and grounds looked better than ever. I can never say thank you enough to the board, members and 
volunteers. The aǳǎŜǳƳΩǎ ŀƳŀȊƛƴƎ volunteer Board of Directors had a lot on their plates this year, 
with the Anniversary, negotiating with the Town of Stony Plain, raising funds for our projects and 
helping in all aspects of the Museum operation. Both the Museum and I are blessed to have such a 
fine group of people at the helm. Their willingness to adapt, be open to, and try, new things is an 
inspiration and a key cƻƳǇƻƴŜƴǘ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ aǳǎŜǳƳΩǎ ǎǳŎŎŜǎǎ. The volunteers continue to outdo 
themselves by contributing almost 14,500 hours. Because of this, they have averaged over 10,000 
hours a year for the last ten years. When you consider how many volunteers we have, there are 
very few museums that can even come close to this kind of support. Special thanks and 
congratulations to our Volunteers of the Year: Mike Jones ς New Volunteer of the Year;  Clayton 
McFadden ς Youth Volunteer of the Year; and all of the ladies of the Tea House who have shared 
the honour of the Tea House Volunteer of the Year for the last four years. In addition, this year, 
Pauline Newman was given a Lifetime Member Award. Pauline was part of the first board of 
directors and has been involved ever since, helping at events, creating our photo albums and also 
on the Anniversary Committee. Thank you all for your help, your time, and your passion. 

A great deal of planning went on in the first part of the year as we developed our 25 year concept 
plan. The timing was excellent as we had just finished all the research for our anniversary booklet. 
We also completed our anniversary exhibit and enjoyed the many photographs from over the years. 
The Kinsmen Interpretive Centre was the big project for the spring and it was completed and 
opened for the FarmersΩ Day weekend. The lamp exhibit was completed, which was a huge amount 
of work. All of the lamps had to be cleaned and then organized by year and style. The result was 
worth it though, as it is a wonderful exhibit and classy addition to the Museum. We ran another 
casino in February and the approximately $20,000 we got really helps out our financials as we are 
able to use it over two years on operations. 2017 also saw the return of our lecture series. We had 
four lectures and the response was terrific. It was our first event of the year and a great way to start 
things off. As part of our 25th Anniversary year we installed three new signs, one in the stone pillars, 
one at the north end of the parking lot and the last one hung from a huge log arch by the Tea 
House. 

As with every year, things started to get really busy when the Tea House opened. I think all our 
regulars and volunteers go through Sauerkraut Soup withdrawal over the winter! We hosted our 8th

Kinsmen Interpretive Centre. We had the newly restored 1929 Truck in the FarmersΩ Days parade,

records for the weekend, this year with just over 4,700 people visiting our grounds. Canada Day was 
a great day on the grounds with over 2,700 visitors and the Town did another super job. 

Last year the Town surveyed and staked our grounds to help us deal with ground water drainage. 
This year our super crew dug swales to move the surface water to the east and west. After that they 
started the restoration of the Teacherage and completed the exterior by the end of the summer. 
We had a larger part in the Blueberry Bluegrass Festival this year and hosted workshops and a 
number of small performance venues. We hosted the 4th annual Picnic in the Past, put on by the 
{ŜƴƛƻǊΩǎ LƴǘŜǊŀƎŜƴŎȅ /ƻƳƳƛǘǘŜŜΦ They all enjoyed their visit, reminiscing about the past, riding on 
the Umbach Express, having lunch and listening to the live music. 

Thanks to Karen and Bernie, our grounds looked amazing and we had many compliments about how 
good everything looked. Our Community Cooperative Shade Park continues to mature and this year 
some roses and other perennials were added. Next year the trees should almost be big enough to 
provide some shade! 

September turned out to be as wet as our spring was and really affected City Slickers and our 
Harvest Festival. The fieƭŘǎ ǿŜǊŜ ǎƻ ǿŜǘ ŀƴŘ ǎƻŦǘ ǘƘŀǘ ǘƘŜ ŎƻƳōƛƴŜǎ ŎƻǳƭŘƴΩǘ ōŜ Ǌǳƴ ŀƴŘ ǿŜ ŎƻǳƭŘƴΩǘ 
even take our threshing machine into the field. For the Harvest we set up in the grounds, just 
behind the gazebo, which worked out well. Keeping the threshing in the main part of the grounds 
made it easier for people to see and helped to compensate for the lack of horses and petting zoo. 
Hopefully we will have both back next year. By the end of September our crew also had the new 
walkway to the Kinsmen Interpretive Centre built. For the third year in a row, we hosted the local 
contribution to the 2017 Worldwide Photo Walk. Museum member and volunteer, and professional 
photographer, Al Dixon organized hosted the event on the grounds. We also participated in the 
Adventures in Aging SeƴƛƻǊΩǎ /ƻƴŦŜǊŜƴŎŜ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ фth year. 

In October we had our 25th Anniversary Banquet Dinner and Entertainment to cap off the year. 
Special thanks to the Anniversary Committee and all their hard work and many volunteer hours. The 
evening was great fun, terrific food and the perfect way to celebrate the past 25 years. As always, 
the end of October ƳŜŀƴǎ ƛǘΩǎ time to close our unheated buildings. This year was a little different in 
that a film company was here and used our Warden School as a setting for a documentary. We 
enjoyed another nice evening at our annual Volunteer Night, and once again thanks to Peggy Ziegler
